How to Effectively Study the Bible


· Choose a scripture or portion of Scriptures

· Read the scripture…..Read it again

· Ask questions
Who wrote it?

Who Said It?

Why did they write/say it?

Who was the audience?

Date/Purpose?

How can I act out this scripture or make it relevant to my life?

Is this scripture asking me to specifically do something?

· Pull out key words

Key words can be linked to other scriptures in the bible

Key words can have more than one meaning

· Cross Reference Key words
You can do this with a concordance – you can look up specific words in the bible and it will tell you every scripture in the bible containing that word.

· Pray the Scripture!

a. 1 John 4:8 states, “God is love.” (the attributes of God)

i. So first, thank Him that He is love. 

ii. Then ask that he would show you more that He is love

iii. Pray that you could be love to someone else

b. John 15:12 says “Love one another as I have loved you.” (Exhorting, teaching)

i. First, commit that you will love others in the same way that Jesus has loved you. 

ii. Then, ask for God’s grace and strength to carry this out.
