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I’ve always been attracted to musicians who could really sing together, blending their voices until you couldn’t distinguish between them as they sang as one before the Lord. 

Have you ever listened to a worship team and wondered who the lead vocalist was because they were all “leading” and all the singers stood out in the crowd? 

How about this, have you heard a team and couldn’t figure out which one was singing which part because they all sang “together” so well? 

Which would you rather listen to? Which one do you think represents worshippers who worship as one voice?

a. We are always listening and striving to become ONE with our team of singers and you trust that they are doing the same.

b. You can’t unify as one voice without listening. It’s impossible!

3.) ____________________________and what He’s doing in the team

a. When you are not worried about yourself it is much easier to blend into one voice.

b. Put your mind, soul, and talents in line with what God is doing in the service and in the team.
